Well, | talked with my young professional singer friend,
and asked her whether she notices a loss of control af-
ter a day or two of not singing. She said that, yes, she
notices a loss of quality after one day, and she was sure
others noticed it after she had had two days without
singing. WOW!

I now intend to practice every day until the show, and
some days two or three times. Wish me luck! (And,
directors, please don’t add one more word, measure or
motion~~)
