The Barberpole Cat
Program

Have you ever seen a Barbershopper wearing a lapel
pin which has a smiling cat's head on top of a red-and-
white-striped barber pole? Have you wondered what
that little pin meant and why its owner was so proud of
it? | can't help you with the first question, but here is the
answer to the second and third questions:

In 1971, the then-International SPEBSQSA President
Ralph Ribble launched a new Society activity known as
the "Barberpole Cat Program":

To encourage quartet activity at chapter meetings;
To provide Barbershoppers with a common repertoire
of songs they can sing with any three other Society
members at inter-chapter activities, conventions,
other barbershopping events, and even in airports
and waiting rooms;

To enable Barbershoppers to gain confidence in per
forming in a quartet in an informal, supportive atom-
sphere and

To teach Barbershoppers a repertoire of easy ar-
rangements that a beginning quartet can perform.

Becoming a Barberpole Cat is simple

Learn the 12 songs in any order and in your normal
voice part. All twelve copies of the printed arrange-
ments are in The Barberpole Cat Program and Song
Book, or you can find the first eight in Just Plain Barber-
shop , the next two and a half ("Nellie" is missing the
verse) in Strictly Barbershop , and "Sweet and Lovely" is
available in sheet-music form. If you want to practice at
home or while driving. four learning CD's may be pur-
chased from the Harmony Marketplace, or our chapter
has learning tapes you can borrow.

Sing each song WITHOUT using printed music with
three other voice parts (they may use music if they don't
let you look at it!) in front of a significant number of other
Barbershoppers; if your audience indicates it thinks you
have sung the song satisfactorily by hooting and holler-
ing and clapping wildly after you have finished, be sure
your participation and voice part are recorded on one of
Myron's "early palm pilot" note cards. If there were too
many sour chords or you forgot some words, no harm
done -- just feel good for trying, practice a little more,
and try again later!

After you have sung any six songs on the list, you will
receive a Barberpole Cat Certificate, and after singing
the remaining songs, you will receive one of those cov-
eted little Barberpole Cat lapel pins.

Finally, if you are really gung-ho, you can earn Certifi-

cates and Pins for other voice part(s), as one of our
members has!

Currently, our chapter has 17 members (5 Baritones,
4 Basses, 6 Leads, and 2 tenors) who have earned
Barberpole Cat pins and an additional 14 men have
received Barberpole Cat Certificates. Furthermore,
two men lack only one song and another lacks only
two songs to earn the Pin! You can check your status
on the Barberpole Cat Record which is occasionally
placed on the table near the attendance lists.

In the last 36 years, many Barbershoppers have par-
ticipated in and enjoyed the Barberpole Cat Pro-
gram. The goal is not necessarily the formation of
registered quartets (although that would be a great
result if it were to happen); rather, the program intro-
duces men (and boys) to the joy of singing with three
other guys. | hope the Barberpole Cat will become
your favorite animal.

And now a personal note: When | first joined our
chapter 30 years ago, a LOT of quartetting took place
during the break. Believe it or not, | was afraid to sing
in a quartet, so | went home at break time just so |
wouldn't be asked to join a "pick up" quartet! But |
practiced the tenor voice-part tape diligently, and one
night, when the person who had the key to the church
was late and the rest of us had to wait outside for
maybe thirty minutes, | finally felt confident enough to
ask three other guys to sing with me, and we were
able to complete eleven of the 12 Barberpole Cat
songs before the key arrived, and at break | sang the
twelfth song, so | earned my Certificate and Pin the
same night. And here | am now, trying to convince
YOU to join the program and sing with me!

Almost 1,000 Barbershoppers, families and friends
will gather to attend the convention and barbershop
guartet and chorus contests at the 2009 Central States
District (CSD) Fall Convention, Lincoln, Nebraska, Oc-
tober 9-11, 2009. 20 barbershop quartets and 11 cho-
ruses will be competing.

The quartet semi-finals contest is Friday afternoon at
3:30 a.m. and 7:00 p.m., October 9, 2009 at the beau-
tiful Lied Center for the Performing Arts  in Lincoln,
Nebraska and the quartet finals will be Saturday after-
noon, October 10, 2009 at 2 p.m., also in the Lied
Center.

The chorus competition commences at 9 a.m., Satur-
day, October 10 in the Lied Center. The choruses will
be competing to qualify to represent the CSD in the
International Convention in Philadelphia, Pennsyl-
vania, June 28 — July 4, 2010. Also, the best chorus of
the different size chapter choruses or plateaus will be
crowned.

A Gospel Chorus—36 barbershoppers from across
the 6-state district—will open the Chorus competition
on Saturday morning. These men will be joined by
other CSD barbershoppers to enlarge the size of the
Gospel Chorus to nearly 60 members that will sing in 3
Lincoln churches Sunday morning, October 11, 2009.

Friday night will feature a special show by the Past
District Quartet Champions of the Association of
Central States Champions (ACSC), 10 p.m.. They will
perform in the Grand Ballroom of the Cornhusker Ho-
tel.

A “Tribute to the Champions ” will be held at 8:30
pm, Saturday, October 10 at the Lied Center of the
Performing Arts . The Tribute Show features the
2009 International Barbershop Chorus Champion—
Ambassadors of Harmony , St. Charles, Missouri, the
2009 International Barbershop Quartet Champion,
Crossroads , and the 2006 International Quartet
Champion, Vocal Spectrum . All are from the Central
States District and the St. Charles, Missouri Chapter.
This is the first time in the CSD history that both the
International champion quartet and chorus are from
this District in the same year.

Registration to attend the convention is $40.00 and
after September 20, it is $45.00. Partial registration for
the single events of the Past District Quartet Show on
Friday night is $5.00, and the Tribute to the Champi-
ons on Saturday is $24 for the once-in-a-life time
show. Partial registrations will go on sale at 10:00
a.m. in the Cornhusker Hotel. Friday, October 9. The
single event registration for the Tribute Show will also
be available ¥2 hour before the show at the Lied Cen-
ter.
